"PARISH COUNCIL

As part of Parish Council’s ongoing efforts to address concerns about
speeding through the village, we commissioned a radar survey to collect

data on traffic traveling through Tadmarton on the B4035.

The survey took place between round the clock between Friday 23rd and
Sunday 29th January and covered the road between The Lampet Arms and
Weydale.

A wealth of information was produced, if you would like the link to the full
report please contact me, but the approximate results for traffic travelling

in both directions were;

under 26mph 42%

27-31mph 42%
32-36mph 13%
Over 37mph 3%

Whilst it is encouraging that the majority of motorists keep to or below the
3omph limit, there are still too many who do not, especially as many of
those speeding do so in the peak hours, when children are crossing roads
for school buses, people are walking their dogs and the roads are at their

busiest.

Government statistics tell us that the risk of death is approximately four
times higher when a pedestrian is hit at 4gomph than at 3omph and that

fatal accidents are four times as likely on rural roads as urban roads.

I would like to set up a community speedwatch group to help tackle this
problem, but this cannot be done without “boots on the ground”. If you are

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Spring Home Composting Tips
Gail Miller

Did you know that 4 - 10" May is International Composting Awareness
Week? Help your garden to thrive and become a greener gardener this
spring by home composting. If you haven't already started, spring is an
ideal time to begin — make a bin from wooden pallets, look on Freecycle
for offers of free bins or literally start with a heap in a corner of the
garden. Cherwell District Council are offering lower price bins this year,
check out the website.

What to add to the bin-

Give your garden a spring clean and empty any old pots before
starting planting for the season — old compost can be put back into
the compost bin.

Dead and unwanted stems and leaves and Spring pruned hardier
shrubs can all be added to the bin.

Weed cleared from ponds can be used to combat dry compost bins.
Leave the weeds on the side of the pond for a few hours so that
any bugs can find their way back into the water.

Household food waste such as peelings, old cut flowers etc. can be
added to compost rather than putting into brown wheelie bins.
Obviously the more we can reduce the amount of waste taken
away by the Council to be processed, the better. They may even
be able to spend the money saved on something more useful and
you get the benefit of the compost!

Add tea-bags along with the cardboard box they came in, torn up.

Coffee grounds, fruit and vegetable peelings and crushed egg shells
are all ideal for the compost bin.

Try to aim for a 50/50 mix of ‘Greens’ e.g. veg peelings, fruit scraps,
grass cuttings, annual weeds etc. and ‘Browns’ e.g. egg boxes/
cardboard/paper, woody sticks, straw etc. ), this makes great compost
and keep adding to the top of the bin as the material at the bottom ma-
tures. Mixing/turning the compost will help make compost quicker but
you do not need to.

Gail, Lynda and Claire are Banbury’s volunteer ‘Master Composters’ —
yes there is such a group. They go into schools, do talks for groups, help
people with any composting problems and with setting up community
composting etc. They can be contacted via Gail on 01295 780707.
